	Brainstorm
	The class voted on the best solution and began developing sketches, selecting materials, and writing steps to put the shoe together. 

	Build, Test, and Redesign
	The students gave a presentation to the class on the completed product.  They reported the process they used and the benefits of using the shoes.

	Identify the Problem
	Students in the technology class formed groups.  Each group listed all of their ideas for possible solutions to the problem.

	Design
	Students used the written plans to assemble a completed pair of shoes.  Then, they evaluated the shoes to see if they met Jamal’s need and the teacher’s constraints.  They made changes to the design as needed.
