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Note:  All classes meet for one semester: K-3 first semester, 4 and 5 second semester.
Kindergarten students enjoy a brief exposure to French through 25 minute classes once a week. They learn basic greetings, names, a prayer, numbers 1 to 10, colors, children’s songs, and holiday customs.

First and Second Grade students are scheduled for two twenty-five minute classes per week; Third Grade meets for two thirty minute classes per week.  These students develop their listening and speaking skills by hearing and repeating basic vocabulary, by listening to familiar stories read in French and to songs and dialogues on French tapes, by watching familiar fairy tales narrated in French, and learning French prayers and children’s songs.  Reading and writing are limited to guided worksheets.

At the Fourth Grade level, classes meet twice a week for forty minutes and a variety of materials described in the above paragraph are again in use.  Listening and speaking skills are still emphasized.  It is at this point, however, that the development of reading and writing skills begins. Students will use the workbook Discovering Languages: French and will also use a notebook for vocabulary. Grades will be based on class participation (effort), homework, and quizzes. Students will grade their own homework and are not penalized for errors, but will receive a notation for missing or incomplete homework.  

Fifth Grade students meet for 50 minute classes twice a week.  They continue to work on the development of the four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.  They use the text, French Is Fun (Amsco Publications) and keep a notebook.  They do homework assignments to reinforce material taught in class and take quizzes and tests.   Grades will be based on class participation (effort), homework, quizzes, and tests.  It is important to note that students correct their own homework in class and are not penalized for errors. However, they will receive a notation for missing or incomplete homework that will result in a deduction of 1/2 point from the quarterly average.
