· Minimum of 25 different plant specimens with accompanying information (see plant index chart posted on the Quia website): light preference, soil/watering preference, height, annual or perennial, flowering/harvest times, compatibility/companion planting.

· A map drawn to scale which places each plant specimen and takes into consideration the space requirements for each plant to grow and reach maturity.

· Aesthetic placement of plants (height considerations) for appearance as well as ease of management & harvest.

· A summary paragraph outlining the purpose of the garden.

· A budget outlining the cost of the garden (plants, seeds, etc.)
