EXPECTATIONS:

ATTENDANCE:

HOMEWORK:

Homework will be assigned daily.  Assignments are to be completed and ready to grade by the next class period.  Take advantage of any class time you are given to work on homework, remember the more you get done in class the less you’ll have to do at home!  I will be more than happy to answer any questions you have during this time.  Assignments that are late or incomplete will lose points.  MAKE SURE TO SHOW ALL YOUR WORK IF YOU WANT CREDIT!!!

If you are having trouble with the material in the course or getting started on the homework assignment, please get help as soon as possible.  Don’t wait until it is too late to catch up!!  Many students find it difficult to catch up and do well in math class if they fall behind even just for a few days.  If you feel you need help please contact me and let’s make arrangements for getting together.  I will be coaching volleyball and softball this year so after school I will have practice.  Your best chance to catch me would be before school.  I will usually be here by 7:15.  Do not leave this until the night before a test that will be too late!!
TESTS AND QUIZZES:

A test will be given at the conclusion of every chapter.  I will allow chapter tests to be retaken, but only once and on the student’s own time (outside of class time!).  Quizzes will be given half way through each chapter and whenever else I feel necessary.  Students will be allowed to use their notes on quizzes from time to time so it is your advantage to take good notes.  A “Warm-Up” quiz will be given on most Fridays.  These should be easy test points as long as you make sure you do the warm-up at the beginning of class each day!  A final will be given at the end of each semester.  
MAKE-UP WORK:


When an absence occurs it is the student’s responsibility to find out what they missed on the day of their absence.  This includes any notes or assignments that were given the day of their absence.  If a test or quiz is given while you are gone, it must be made up within one week.
