Paper #1  Children' Book Report   -- Paper and Presentation
In order to receive full credit, your short papers must: 
   a.   be at least 2 and no more than 4 pages in length,
   b.  be written in complete sentences;  
   c.  be typed or word-processed, double- spaced;
   d.  incorporate examples; 
   e.  incorporate sufficient information to reflect your understanding  
        of the material 
   f.  include a bibliography of materials used in preparing the paper 
        and document all quotes and paraphrased material in a
        consistent and appropriate way;
   g. be grammatically correct and show evidence of proofreading.  

If you submit by email, please cut and paste the entire paper into the email message.  I have some difficulty opening attachments that are not in Word.  If you submit in person, please submit a hard copy.   

Presentations will be given in class on May 4.   Written reports are due at the time of presentation or no later than the following class.  

Read a book or write a story or record a piece of media that is suitable for children who are in one of the stages covered by the second unit  (Preschool through early elementary/ grade school) and then present your review of the book and the answers to the following in a 5  - 8  minute class presentation and a 2 – 3 page paper.    Comment on the message that the story is intended to convey to the children who read it or to whom it might be read or told (i.e., "Green Eggs and Ham" is about trying new foods) and talk about the cognitive level of thinking that might be enhanced by the content.  Be specific and try to tie it to text/course content.  What techniques does the author use to strengthen his or her point (repetition, use of animals or colors, etc.)?  What social skills might be emphasized?  Do the illustrations, if any, contribute to the story?  What questions might a parent pose to children to help develop those cognitive and social skills even further?  Reinforce your examples and comments with quotes from the book or story. 

Read your story or book to one or more children.  What was their reaction?  Did that reaction meet or differ from your expectations?  If so, how?  What is your analysis of this experience? 

Write your paper to include the same information you presented in class but please, do not just read your paper to the class.  Using the visual presenter equipment, show us the book, read it or summarize the story.  Tell us about the book and the content and your experience of reading it to a child or group of children.  Be sure to include bibliographic information about the book or video.  If you write an original story, please submit a copy of the story.
