I.  Themes of Geography

A.  Location

1.  Relative – Where a place is located in relation to some other place.

2.  Exact – Location of a place in regards to longitude and latitude


a.   Longitude – Lines run North & South – 



measures distance East & West of the 



Prime Meridian

b.   Latitude – Lines run East & West – 
       measures distance North and South of  the equator


B.  Place

1.  Physical Characteristics – climate, soil, plant   life, animal life, bodies of water

2.  Human Characteristics – types of houses, means of transportation, ways of earning a living, languages, religion

C.  Interaction between people and their Environment

1.  People adapting to certain environments

2.  Examples – building bridges, cutting down trees for highways and cites, ways to wipe out insects

D.  Movement 

1.  To get what they need people travel from place to place

2.  Examples – Exchanging goods, ideas and technology – importing and 
exporting – people move in search of political and religious freedom

E.  Region

1.  Area of the world with unifying characteristics (can be large as a continent or small as a town)
2.  Examples:


a.   Physical – climate and land
