Mr. Fuja’s Classroom Expectations (2013-2014)
1. Classroom Conduct 
· Come to class prepared. Every day you are expected to bring your iPad, your homework, and a pen or a pencil. A notebook or a binder to take notes is optional. You will be informed when you need to bring other materials to class. You will not be allowed to go to your lockers during class.
· You are expected to be in your seats and quiet once the bell rings. 
· If you need to use the restroom, go before or after class. Do not wait until the bell rings to ask if you can go to the restroom.
· Do not talk unless you are given permission to do so. 
· When you speak in class, SPEAK ONLY IN SPANISH. If you do not know how to say something, look it up or ask the teacher. (¿Cómo se dice…? ¿Qué significa…?) You may only speak in English when given permission to do so but you must make an effort to speak in Spanish first.
· Be respectful to the teacher and to your classmates. Do not swear or use inappropriate language, do not make rude or inappropriate comments, and do not treat your classmates in a cruel or disrespectful manner.
· You are expected to participate in class and to pay attention for the duration of the class. Do not pack up until the bell rings.
· Stay engaged by taking notes and asking appropriate questions. Note taking is essential to academic success.
· All rules in the student handbook and Acceptable Usage of Technology Policy also apply in the classroom.
1. Homework
· Do not work on homework for other classes during Spanish class. If you are caught working on homework for another class, the homework will be taken away and turned in to the teacher who assigned the work. 
· Do not work on homework assigned for Spanish during class unless instructed to do so. Homework is intended to be completed outside of class as a supplement to the classroom instruction. It is necessary that you participate and listen to what is happening in class.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Late homework will not be accepted. If a student does not understand an assignment, he or she still must make an effort to complete the assignment. It is his or her responsibility to seek out help from the instructor. If a student is sick, he or she must turn in the assignment in a reasonable amount of time as determined by the instructor. · Any homework assignment can be collected by the teacher for a grade, with or without prior notice.
