Course Expectations: Mr. Hardy

1) Required Materials

· Textbook: A History of the United States
· Two inch loose leaf binder, with five dividers

· Pens and pencils

· Loose-leaf paper

· School issued agenda

2) Classroom Policy and Procedure
· Only loose-leaf paper or typing paper (for typed work) may be used.  No paper torn carelessly from spiral notebooks.
·  Only ink pens may be used for written work.

· The school’s academic integrity process will be followed for any students caught cheating(using another’s work, supplying work to another, plagiarizing, improperly citing sources, handing in textbook notes found on the internet, etc.)
· Students must take notes in class each day. The textbook will supplement class work.
· Respect for both teacher and other students are paramount.  Those not being respectful will receive detentions and/or consultation with the Deans.
· Bring required material to class each day.

· Eating, drinking, gum chewing, applying make-up, cell phones, IPods, etc. are not allowed.
· All other school rules apply in this class

3) Homework Policy

· Written and reading homework will be given frequently. Its purpose is to help the student understand the class material and to aid in the preparation for class discussion and exams. All homework is due at the beginning of class.  Pop quizzes may be given on the homework. Test and exam questions will be taken from the homework; therefore it is essential that students do their homework each night. 

· Students are expected to review each night; always bring your book home each night.   

· Several formal assignments will be given each semester. These will focus on the development of research and writing skills, the acquisition of content-based information and the development of critical thinking skills.

4) Evaluation/Grades    

· Grades will be calculated on a percentage basis using a running point total. 

· Tests will be announced several days in advance.  If a student is absent, she/he will take a retest after school. The teacher will decide the format of all retests. There will be no bonus points given on make up tests.

· Each quarter will count for 40% of the semester grade. The final exam must be taken by all students and will count as 20% of the semester grade.

· Students will be expected turn in weekly reading articles from newspapers, magazines, or the internet.  Student must read, evaluate, and make careful judgments of articles that are either local, regional, national, or global.  A copy of the article must be included.  If from internet, both a copy of the article and the website must be included.  The students must have three parts, a summary of the article in their own words, their opinion of the article, and the opinion of someone older than themselves.
· Major projects such as presentations or research papers will be accepted late, but will lose 10% for each day it is late.  One day late 90%, two days late 80%, etc.


· Daily homework will lose 50% if it is late and will be accepted no more than 1 day late.  (If for any reason a student does not have their homework due to extenuating circumstances and does not wish to be penalized, they must see the teacher before class to discuss the matter.)
· Check the teacher’s Quia page for homework if you are absent.

· Students must keep all their work in their loose-leaf binders. This will become the study guide for all tests and exams.

5) Attendance/Absence

· Students must see the teacher as soon as they return from an absence in order to schedule make up work.

· If a student has a long-term absence (more than 2 days), check the Quia page.

· Students going on a field trip, a retreat, an in-school special activity, a vacation or any other event that will take them out of class must inform the teacher ahead of time. Homework, papers, tests and quizzes are due the day you return.
