Goals

· Introduce basic music concepts through singing, playing instruments, moving, and listening

· Develop the student’s singing voice and a repertoire of songs

· Develop a sense of rhythm beginning with the steady beat and continuing toward complex rhythms and meters

· Participate in movement activities in order to understand concepts such as pitch, rhythm, and form

· Experience music of different cultures and styles

· Instill a lifelong love of music

Evaluation

Students are evaluated in music through participation and contribution both in class and in performance.  Every student is required to participate in the Christmas and Spring Concerts.  In addition, all fourth and fifth grade students are required to participate in the Recorder Concert.

Grading

Kindergarten students will not receive a grade.  Students in grades 1 and 2 will receive an S (satisfies expectations) or an I (improvement needed) at the end of each nine weeks.  Students in grades 3-5 will receive a M (meeting expectations), a P (progressing) or an I (improvement needed) at the end of each nine weeks.
