Students are required to bring a notebook and the textbook to class every day.

Students should keep a folder with all previous tests, papers, and quizzes.

Students are required to write all assignments in blue or black ink on standard notebook paper without frayed edge.  Students may present a typed or computer generated copy of any assignment.

Grading will be based on the official school grading standards. Grades are computed by totaling the points earned on all of the assignments and dividing by the number of possible points. All grades count. No tests or quizzes are dropped. I do no give extra credit assignments.

Types of Assignments:

Tests= 150-250 points each.

Quizzes= 15-75 points each.

Essays= 100 points each.

Class presentations = 100 points each.

Class participation and agenda grade = 100 possible points, marked twice each quarter.

Students who have an excused absence have two class days to make up an assignment without penalty. If a student has a serious illness or if there is a death in the family an extension will be given as needed. If a student turns in a homework assignment late, the grade earned will be reduced by 10%.  I will not accept a late homework after two days. If a student has an unexcused absence the work may not be made up.

All assignments must be written with complete sentences and proper spelling.

All assignments are normally written in the third person. Do not use the forbidden pronouns or writing crutches.
