Mutual respect is essential during our time in class together.

We need to be on time and in our assigned seats when class starts. You must present an admit slip from the Dean’s office when you are late.
All homework, tests and class-work must be placed in the designated location to be considered for grading.

All written work must be completed in blue or black ink. You may type your homework assignments. We use standard writing paper for all assignments.
We will use the standards set by the Saint Viator English department for acceptable writing. All papers will be graded for form, style, punctuation, and spelling. Homework will normally be written in the third person. Never write an essay in the second person. Occasionally it will be appropriate to write in the first person. We must avoid forbidden pronouns and foolish constructs.

A ten percent penalty will be assessed on late assignments. A student’s work is not late if he/she has a valid absence. 
Each assignment and test has a designated point value. Points equal points. A student’s grade is determined by dividing the number of points earned by the number of points that can be earned. I do not curve grades. I do not believe in nor do I accept extra credit work. We will use the official Saint Viator grading scale to determine grades. I will grade your class work and class participation.  Tests will normally be a combination of essays and short answer questions.
