How to read what’s going on in the world:

1. Each week you will pick an article from a news website.  I will provide you with a list of news sites

2. You will read the article, and write a one paragraph summary of what you read.  You will also include a one paragraph statement of your own opinions, thoughts, and questions that you got from the article.  It might look something like this:

· This week two Mexican citizens are facing 30 years in prison on terrorism charges for posting false reports of school violence.  The twitter posts suggested kids were being killed at a local school by gang members, and when parents went to recover their kids, there were car crashes and violence.  The Mexican authorities have had trouble with gangs in the area, which is why the parents got so worried.
· I think this is a dangerous issue for many reasons.  First, why are parents believing someone who has no authority to make such claims, especially on Twitter.  Are we to believe everything posted on Twitter without checking the facts?  Also what does it say about free speech?  Should people be arrested for saying something they believed to be true?  But what is more, what does this say about the violence in Mexico that parents went so bonkers?
3. You will have 15 minutes of your first class to work on this.  It would be best to have it written before you get into class, in some digital form, so you can copy and paste it into your Current Event document here.  I will show you haw to do this.
4. These are worth 10 points each week, and some weeks it might be your only Assessment for the week.  And remember, Assessments are 80 Percent of your grade.  

5. If you do not have it done the first week, you have the next week to get up to 75% credit.  The Second week you can still get 50% credit.  After that it is ZERO.
