Directions:  You may choose one of the following novels or dramas to read (on your own, in your own time).  In addition to reading the novel, you will also be responsible for completing activities that relate to the novel.  Each of the following activities is worth a specific amount of points.  Your goal is to reach at least 50 points, which is the worth of the novel project as a whole.  You may choose any of the activities that you wish.  However, simply doing any of the activities will not guarantee you the points.  You may lose points for the lack of effort, content, grammar, etc. You will have at least one day to work on these activities in class.  If your point total is over 50, then additional points will be considered as a bonus.

1.  Book in a Bag, Box, Jar Select a book report container. The container could be a plastic bag, a manila envelope, a can, or anything else that might be appropriate for a book. Decorate your container to convey some of the major details, elements, or themes found in the books. The container should contain the following:
· Questions Write ten questions based on the book. Five of the questions can be about general content, but the other five must require more thinking. 

· Vocabulary Create a ten-word glossary of unfamiliar words from the book. 

· Summary Write a one page summary of your book.
· Literary Elements Analyze 3 literary elements found in your book and represent them in some way (writing, illustrating, etc.)  Literary elements can include foreshadowing, personification, flashbacks, setting, character, theme, etc.

2.  Thumbs Up, Thumbs Down! Write a movie style review of your book.  At the end of the report, give your book a Thumbs Up or a Thumbs Down.  (15 points)
3.  Illustrate It!  The author of your book has just called and asked you to illustrate your book.  What are the most important scenes you need to include in the illustrations?  Illustrate the book, including the cover and at least 6 drawings.  (35 points)
4. Surfing the Net. Where did the story take place? When did it take place? Surf the Internet to find information about the book’s setting and time period.  Write a one page report on what you find.  (20 points)
5. Write a Letter to the Author. Write a letter to the author which explores questions you have about your book.  (15 points)
6. Ten Facts. Create a “Ten Facts About (book’s title)” sheet.  The facts, written in complete sentences, must include details you didn’t know before reading the book.  (10 points)
7. Script It! Write a script for a favorite scene in the book. At the top of the script, assign real-life TV or movie stars to play each role. (25 points)
8. Concentration. You will need 30 index cards to create a Concentration-style game related to your book. Choose 14 things, characters, or events that played a part in the book and create two cards that have identical pictures of each of those things. The two remaining cards are marked Wild Card! (25 points)
9. What Did You Learn? Write a one page summary of what you learned from your book. The summary might include factual information, something learned about people in general, or something you learned about yourself.  (20 points)
10. Glossary and Word Search. Create a glossary of ten or more words that are specific to the book's tone, setting, or characters. Define each word and write a sentence from the book that includes that word. Then create a word search puzzle that includes the glossary words.  (20 points) 
11. In the News! Create the front page of a newspaper that tells about events and characters in the book. The newspaper page might include weather reports, an editorial or editorial cartoon, ads, etc. The title of the newspaper should be something appropriate to the book. (35 points)
12. Create a Comic Book. Turn the book, or part of it, into a comic book, complete with comic-style illustrations and dialogue bubbles. (25 points) 

13. Characters Come to Life! Create a life-size portrait of one of the characters.  The portrait should include a written piece that tells about the character. The piece might also include information about events, traits, or conflicts in the book that involve that character. (25 points)
14. Picture Books. Create a picture book version of the story that would appeal to younger students. (25 points)
15. Setting. Write a one-page report explaining how the setting was important to the story. (15 points)
16. "Dear Diary." Create a diary or journal and write at least five entries that might have been written by a character in the book.  Remember that the character's thoughts and feelings are very important in a diary (25 points)
17.  Interview Interview a character from your book. Write at least ten questions that will give the character the opportunity to discuss his/her thoughts and feelings about his/her role in the story. However you choose to present your interview is up to you. (25 points)
18. Book to Movie Imagine that you are the author of the book you have just read. Suddenly the book becomes a best seller. Write a letter to a movie producer trying to get that person interested in making your book into a movie. Explain why the story, characters, conflicts, etc., would make a good film. Suggest a filming location and the actors to play the various roles.  (20 points)
19. Major Story Write a feature article (with a headline) that tells the story of the book as it might be found on the front page of a newspaper in the town where the story takes place. (20 points)
20. Map It After reading a book of history or historical fiction, make an illustrated timeline showing events of the story and draw a map showing the location(s) where the story took place. (25 points)
21. Posters Make three posters about the book using two or more of the following media: paint, crayons, chalk, paper, ink, real materials. (20 points)
22. Sing It Write an original song that tells the story of the book. (25 points)
23. New Cover Design a book jacket for the book. Include cover, inside jacket information on the author, spine copy, and book summary info on the back.  (25 points)
24.  Resolve It Stories are made up on conflicts and solutions. Choose three conflicts that take place in the story and give the solutions. Is there one that you wish had been handled differently? Write your response in at least one page.  (20 points)
25.  Test It Make a test for the book you read. Include 10 true-false, 10 multiple choice, and 10 short essay questions. After writing the test, provide the answers for your questions. (25 points)
