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I. Purpose: 
The purpose of the program is to prepare students for employment or advanced training in the health occupations industry. The program provides students the opportunity to be cross-trained in a variety of entry-level positions. 

This program focuses on broad, transferable skills and stresses understanding and demonstration of the following elements of the health care industry; planning, management, finance, technical and production skills, underlying principles of technology, labor issues, community issues and health, safety, and environmental issues. 

II. Intended Outcomes:

After successfully completing this program the student will be able to:

1. Demonstrate knowledge of the health care delivery system and health occupations.

2. Demonstrate the ability to communicate and use interpersonal skills effectively.

3. Demonstrate legal and ethical responsibilities.

4. Demonstrate an understanding of and apply wellness and disease approach.

5. Recognize and practice safety and security procedures.

6. Recognize and respond to emergency situations.

7. Recognize and practice infection control procedures.

8. Demonstrate an understanding of information technology applications in healthcare. 

9. Demonstrate employability skills.

10. Demonstrate knowledge of blood borne diseases, pathogens, to include AIDS.

11. Apply basic math and science skills.

Following the completion of Health Science I and II the student is eligible to take the National Health Core Foundation Skill Standards Assessment with Instructor approval and the completion of a portfolio. 

This program meets the Department of Health HIV/AIDS education requirements upon completion of this program; the instructor will provide a certificate to the student verifying that the HIV/AIDS requirements have been met.
