Examples of Citations
A book with one author:

1. Author’s name.  Last name, First name.  

2. Title of book underlined.
3. Place of publication.  Include the state postal abbreviation (ex: PA) if the city is small or relatively unknown.  Include an abbreviation of the country if the city is outside the United States.  Place of publication is followed by a colon:
4. Publisher, 
Omit articles (a, an, the), business abbreviations (Co., Corp., Inc.) and descriptive words (House, Press, Publishers). 

5. Year of publication.
Sachar, Louis.  Holes.  New York: Scholastic, 1998.

Book with an editor: 

If there is an editor, add the abbreviation ed. after their first name. 

Harris, Laurie Lanzen, ed.  Biography Today: Author Series.  Detriot:  
Omnigraphics, 1995.

Notice that there is an indentation on the second line of the citation.  It is called a “hanging indentation.”  It IS the proper format for your works cited page.

Book with two or more authors:
Give their names in the same order as on the title page, which may not be in alphabetical order.  Reverse only the name of the first author, type a comma, and give the other name or names in normal form.  Place a period after the last name.

Hansen, Joyce and Gary McGowan.  Freedom Road: Searching the 
Underground Railroad.  Chicago: Crickett, 2003.

Reference Books

An article in a reference book:

Do not cite the editor of a reference book.  If the article is signed, list the author’s name first.  If the article is unsigned, list the title of the article first.

You can usually find the author at the end of the article.

Vehrencamp, Sandra L.  “Junco.”  World Book, 2005.

“University of King’s College.”  World Book, 2005.

Specialized Encyclopedia or Reference Source:

When citing specialized encyclopedia, provide the number of volumes for multi-volume sets.

 “Andes.”  Lands and Peoples.  6 vols. Danbury: Grolier, 2003.

Internet Sources 
1. Author’s last name, first name.
2. “Title of the article” if provided
3. Title of website underlined.
4. Date posted.  This information is not always listed.  If this occurs, skip to the next information requested
5. Name of subscription service, name and location of library where accessed. (If any)
 MasterFILE Premier.  EBSCOHost. Sunbury Middle School Library, Sunbury, PA
6. Date of access—the date you looked at the material.
7. The electronic address.  (Also known as the URL – Uniform Resource Locator.)  Use angle brackets < > around the address for clarity.  If the address is very long, you may use the address for the home page.

Works Cited
The Works Cited page is located at the end of the research paper.  

Format for a Works Cited Page:

1. Center the title one inch from the top of the page

2. Double space between the title and the first entry

3. Works should be listed in alphabetical order, by the first word in your source card. (This could be the author’s last name, or the title of the article/website.)  

4. Begin each entry flush with the left margin.  If the entry runs more than one line, indent all following lines one-half inch (five spaces if typing the paper.)
