La entrevista: (75 pts) Interview someone from a Spanish-speaking country. Write a transcript of the interview. Take a picture of the person and save it on your computer. Present your findings to the class. 
Un restaurante auténtico: (25 pts) Go to an authentic Spanish language restaurant order and eat an appetizer, meal or dessert.  Have a conversation with the waiter. Bring in the receipt as evidence and report to the class about your experience. 
De compras: (25 pts) Visit a store or market that caters to a Spanish speaking clientele.  Browse the store and speak with other customers and workers (in Spanish).  Make a small purchase. Bring the item to class and report about your experience. 

La prueba: (25 pts) Teach 10 words or phrases from a second language to your parents or grandparents. The points will be awarded when you bring in the signed quiz you prepared for them to complete. 

La camiseta: (50 pts) Design and wear a t-shirt that represents your language.  Use a theme from a unit that we have studied this year!  Use an old t-shirt that you can decorate and on which you can write in the target language (or you may buy a new one from Wal-mart-in other words don’t spend a lot of money if you choose to go this route!).  Be careful when writing on your t-shirt.  Some markers will bleed through the shirt and onto your mother’s nice table or fine wood floors.  I recommend that you use a piece of cardboard to place in inside the shirt and underneath it as well to cover your bases.  You must wear your t-shirt on Thursday!
El restaurante or Foreign Language Banquet: (75 pts) 
 Buy the groceries and prepare an authentic meal from another country. Take pictures of yourself at the grocery store, preparing the food and your family eating it. Make a menu of what you will serve. You will hand in a scrapbook with the pictures mounted, the menu and the surveys prepared and signed by the family members who ate at “your restaurant.” Decorate the cover creatively and neatly. 

OR

Attend the Foreign Language Banquet on Wednesday April 4th from 6-7:30.  Your ticket is a home-prepared non-USA dish that will feed 6 people AND a 2-liter beverage. Remember to heat the food before arriving and to bring serving utensils if necessary.  It is best to prepare the dish in a disposable container.  We cannot be responsible for any dishes/utensils left behind after the banquet.  You must prepare a dish and attach a 3X5 file card to the dish.  On the front of the card include your full name, name of dish, and a list of ingredients (for those who may have food allergies).
El espectáculo: (50 pts) Perform a song, dance or skit in class in a second language. 
FOREIGN LANGUAGE BUTTON INSTRUCTIONS: (25 points):Have FUN while making a button that represents the language you are studying.  Each button must include: A phrase IN THE LANGUAGE YOU ARE STUDYING!! (ex. Me encanta español, Ich Lieben deutsch, etc...) AND a unique design in any shape or color.  Be creative and make sure you wear your button around school all week!
IDIOMATIC EXPRESSION: (25 points) What is it? -- Well an idiomatic expression is an expression that we use that means something other than what the words say:  For example--- He killed two birds with one stone:  That doesn't really mean he really killed two birds with one stone-- it means--He got two things done instead of one. 
Pick an idiomatic expression from the list of expressions your teacher gives you in class: What you need to do is draw a scene showing the meaning of your expression and have fun figuring out what your expression means.  

Investigar en la Red: (50 pts)Research a popular sports team from a Spanish speaking country. Design and present a PowerPoint presentation containing at least 8 slides. 
Una persona famosa: (75 pts) Research a famous Hispanic person. Come to class dressed as the person and tell your life story. 

La entrevista #2: (25 pts) Find 3 people who have traveled to a foreign country. Ask them what they liked most about the trip and what they learned from the experience. Present your findings to the class. Include visuals. 
Video Cultural: (75 pts).Watch a cultural video or PBS special related to the culture of people of a Spanish-speaking country, write a brief summary in English, and make a ten question quiz based on your write up.  Have a relative take the quiz that you made. The points will be awarded when you bring in the signed quiz you prepared for them to complete.
