PROJECT INSTRUCTIONS:

Una caja de cultura:

Select an artist and decorate a shoe box with photos and information about the artist. Within the box place 5 items that represent this person. Be creative with the items. Give an oral presentation dressed up as that person briefly describing the artist, his life and his works of art. Let the items be your inspiration for your presentation – you will not use any notes. 

Un calendario:

You will create a 2010 Wall Calendar featuring artwork and artists studied in class. The calendar should have a theme that ties together all of the pieces of art. For instance, the theme could be works by a specific artist, works representing a specific style of art (abstracto, cubismo, muralismo, surrealismo, realismo), works all surrounding a particular theme (los paisajes, la pobreza, la música, las mujeres, los animales etc.), works that include a specific object (las flores, la fruta, un violín, etc.) or works that illustrate a specific genre (autorretratos, la naturaleza muerta, etc.).

1. The calendar must be bound and should have a cover page including a title and visual. 

2. The first page should include a brief explanation, in Spanish, of how/why you organized the calendar in the manner you chose.

3. Each piece of artwork should include the title (in Spanish), the artist (if there is more than one) and the date it was completed.

You will create an original work of art (painting, drawing, etc.) that is inspired by one of the artists we have studied.  

1.  The piece must be inspired by at least one style of an artist.  Examples are cubism, a self portrait with your thoughts on your forehead, mocking powerful people through inflated appearance, telling the history of a country, the blue period, surrealist figures that have symbolism, religious depictions, etc.  Please get any other ideas approved before beginning.

2.  You are not trying to duplicate a painting you have seen.  You will use the influence to create an original work.

3.  I will not grade based on artistic ability.  I will grade based on effort, originality, and the connection to the author of inspiration.

4.  The work must have the title, artists name (your name) and inspirations name typed on the bottom left corner.  Don’t forget to autograph them!

· Provide general information about the artist
