It’s time to get back into Latin mode!  Please work your way through this review page, emailing me with any questions that arise.

First Half (due Thursday 8/23):   Read all of these directions before you begin, please!
Skim and/or read (as needed) Orberg Chapters 2-16.  Ideally, you’ll be able to read through approx Ch 11 as fast as you can read English.  You will probably have to read (slowly) Chapters 13-16.  You do have the English on your disk if you’re baffled by a long-forgotten sentence.  ;)  (But try not to use it.)

As you read, try to note the words that were harder to remember last year – make an effort to re-stick them to your brain!  Also note the grammatical constructions (indirect statement, etc.!), and “Orbergy” things like nom-gen-nom:  magnum rēgis oppidum – the big town of the king.
Please take your time and review the chapters thoroughly.  We can’t do a full review in class; this is your chance to find questions that you need to ask!!!

Get a head start on the second half, if you can!  (I think it’s a little longer than this half.)

Second Half (due Tuesday 8/28):
Please go through the exercitia from all of the Latin 100 chapter packets.  (Skim through each set – use the answer keys to make it faster! – and review the ones that you found hard last year.)

Then review the Chapter 16 packet – skim the vocab, noting words that you’ve forgotten, and review all of the grammar, spending more time on things you found harder.

Please take your time and review everything thoroughly.  We can’t do a full review in class; this is your chance to find questions that you need to ask!!!
