Spanish 2 - Video/Oral Presentation

· Preliminary Script Due: Thursday, April 2 

· Video Due: Tuesday, May 19 

· Length of video: 5 -10 minutes

· Each person in the group should have an equal number of speaking lines and everyone in the group should help write the script. 

· Remember this is an assignment and you and the other members in your group need to make time to work on this outside of class. Set up a filming schedule and stick to it.

· Warning: Do not use vulgar language or gestures and don’t use insulting words. Keep it positive!!! Also, do not do anything dangerous.
If you haven’t already chosen a topic, here are some ideas to get you thinking: 

1) You and a friend are talking about someone. Describe the person and ask who he/she is (¿Quién es?). You can have the person come up and start a conversation.

2) There’s a new student at your school. You need to show him/her around and tell him/her about your school, classes, teachers and friends.

3) Go shopping for clothes and describe what you’re buying. Describe the clothes (e.g. color and sizes) and how much they cost.

4) You and a friend are sitting and talking in a café. You order some food and a drink. Start a conversation with the waiter.

5) You are going to make a delicious dinner for a friend, so you need to go to the grocery store to buy the ingredients. Decide what you need to buy, ask for help finding your ingredients and have a conversation with the clerk.

6) Introduce us to your family. Tell us who is in your family and describe each person. (You can also give us a tour of your house and describe each room.)

7) You are a real estate agent trying to sell your house. Give us a tour and describe each room.  

8) Tell us what sport(s) you like to play. Mention if you have a favorite player or team. Show us how you play and describe what you’re doing.

9) Interview someone. You may portray famous people.

10) Describe where you like to go on vacation and why. Describe the time of year you go and what the weather is like.

Make it interesting!!!

When working on your presentation, keep the following in mind:

· Length of presentation 5-10 minutes and Equal Distribution of Dialogue

Your video should be no more than 10 minutes and not less than 5. Each member 

should have approximately the same amount of dialogue. There should not be long    

periods of just silence or music. I want to hear you practice your Spanish! If you 

      want to include commercials, please do it in Spanish.

· Use of Spanish, Vocabulary and Grammar
