Journal Guidelines          Theater I           
The journal is to be a separate notebook used only for theater class.
It should include the following:
1.  Notes from class.

2. Critiques of all class performances and presentations. These should be brief and can use abbreviations (ex. EC= Eye Contact, vol = Volume ) 

3. Personal reactions to class activities 
4. Outside observations which relate to class topic (characterizations, sensory recall etc.)

5. Reviews of live (preferred) or film performances.  Comments should concentrate on acting and be specific (facial expressions, voice, reactions.) There should be two reviews each time the journals are collected.

6. Journals are handed in approximately every six weeks.  
7. Do not write in red pen.  Write legibly.   Date all journal entries.  If absent, note the dates in the journal.
