STEPS IN APPLYING STAGE MAKEUP - SOM
1. CLEAN your face to remove oil or street makeup. 

2. APPLY BASE one shade darker than your own color, unless you have very dark skin. Use liquid, cream, or pancake; but remember, pancake needs water.  Apply evenly, thinning out to hairline or costume line.

3. ASK someone else to check your base.  You cannot see the back of your neck.

4. APPLY  ROUGE to the cheekbones.  Men use brick or maroon colors and blend well to make it look like sunburn.  Women can apply heavier rouge and use reds or pinks, depending on your costume. Nuns- don’t go heavy on the eyeliner.  Keep the lip & cheek color natural. 
5. LIGHTLY SHADOW the sides of the nose with shadow or a darker base.  This is so the nose does not flatten out under stage lights.

6. ACCENT THE EYES to make them more expressive.  Women line the entire upper and lower lid.   Women use dark brown or black  liner.  Men line the upper lid thinly and the outer half of the lower lid.  Fair men use brown liner.  Dark men, black liner.  (See me if you aren’t sure)  

7. ACCENT THE EYEBROWS by darkening them with pencil.  Taper the outer end in a line that parallels the eye.  .
8. SHADOW THE EYELID to compliment costume or eye color.  Most men don’t need shadow.  

9. USE MASCARA on lashes for ladies only. Don’t ever share mascara.
10. ACCENT THE LIPS in a shade that compliments the rouge.  Men use earth tones and only color the upper lip unless told otherwise.  Reapply lip color throughout the show as is necessary.  

11.  APPLY POWDER as is necessary to set the makeup.  Some people need more powder than others.  Cover your costume before applying powder and remove excess powder with a makeup brush. 

12.  REMOVE MAKEUP with the remover of your choice –cold cream, wet wipes, soap and water, sandpaper, whatever.  Bring your own remover & tissue or wet wipes..

ADDITIONAL NOTES

If you have an over-the-head costume, put it on first, put on a front opening makeup shirt, then apply makeup.  Guys, if you can, keep your t-shirt on and put the dress shirt over it to avoid messing up your makeup.  Wrapping a cloth over the face and hair when changing costumes helps prevent makeup smears.
Q-Tips are very helpful in applying eye makeup.

BE AWARE OF OTHERS when you use hairspray.  You may need to do it outside or in the hallway.

*******NEVER EVER, EVER USE HAIRSPRAY WHEN WEARING A MICROPHNE!************

************You should bring your own :

Combs, brushes, tissues, sponges, removers, hairpins, and hairsprays now that you know what’s involved.   Keep your supplies in a zip-lock bag or a box WITH YOUR NAME ON IT. 

Feel free to apply your makeup at home.  Quarters are tight in the dressing rooms.  Bring your makeup along for touch-ups.

Hang up your costumes.  If you have a quick change, get friends or chaperones to help and ask them to hang things up for you.  Don’t leave shoes, bags or coats in traffic areas.

CLEAN UP your mess  in the DRESSING ROOM .  DON’T FORGET!

REMEMBER: NO FOOD BACKSTAGE OR IN COSTUME (except lemon drops or mints.) EAT at home!

KEEP YOUR VALUABLES AT HOME  AND  NO VISITORS BACKSTAGE.
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
