Problem:  Decubitus Ulcers continue to occur despite internationally accepted guidelines to turn every 2 hours on non-pressure reducing mattresses and every 2-4 hours on pressure-reducing mattresses.  

Do we exclude anyone from participating in the study, e.g., patients on lateral rotation beds which someone mentioned is really only supposed to be used to help with ARDS:  

· decided to exclude self-turners

Do we document type of bed or mattress category?

· might be part of decision of whether they are included in the study or not
Are we going to look at Standards of Positioning such as Head of Bed Angle?

· Decided it would be a good idea to have some sort of drawing that we note how the client is positioned initially and then another drawing for how they are positioned later---could include angles on drawing

Do we address type of staffing mix?  Licensure?  Ratio?  

· decided that although this would be of interest, the first study is to look at descriptions and not correlations, so not at this time
Do we include a chart review to see if there is documentation of turning?

· no, decided to observe if there is a different placement of patient after a timed interval rather than use chart review

How do hospitals (and we) know who is supposed to be turned (how do we find those clients that should be observed)?  
· most hospitals use Braden scale and turning is an intervention listed in orders; some hospitals use the Norton scale—see also
   Norton Scale:

How often is Braden/Norton Scale done?  How do nurses know what it is?

· each agency develops a draft to see how we can implement—develops a protocol

How will data be collected?

· each site could have staff at each unit to collect data

Do we tell the nurses what type of data we are collecting (to avoid hawthorne effect)?

· consensus at this time is to say we are looking at patient care
