Meeting Called to order by Sharon Coon at 4:30 p.m.
Attendees: S. Coon, B. Bowers, S Hua, K. Jost, 

Approval of Minutes: Minutes of 5-13-08 were approved as distributed. 

Recording of Minutes: B. Bowers agreed to record minutes.

Continued Work on Turning Study: 

Reviewed data collection tool for study. Group prefers to use the expanded tool with more choices for positions including chair, etc. 
Discussed correlation of Braden Scale with Norton Scale. If Norton scale is < 14 the patient is at risk for skin breakdown. A 20 is a good score. For this study, everything will be converted to the Braden Scale. Agency using the Norton scale said they will perform Braden Scale if patient  at risk with Norton Scale. 
How will we identify people at risk for prevalence study? Who to observe for prevalence study.

OUMC- IT Prints out a report daily to identify people with at risk Braden Scale score. 

Duncan- also creates a comparable report related to Braden Scale scores.

Patient Information Sheet- Care environment.

Sharon Coon will make appt with Jason Jobsen to discuss study related to quality issues and do we need informed consent from patients or an information sheet. 

Brenda Skaggs is looking at the literature review needed for the proposal. Standard of turning differs depending upon where you look. Is it 4 hours or 2 hours? We will ask Brenda Skaggs to post an annotated bib from articles she has found. 
Pilot Study- 4 hours of data collection to look at positions that we have on tool and to see are there other items we have not considered.

Braden Scale, Type of Bed (write in actual type of bed- ie AIR, SCI, Automatic turn, foam etc.)

Each facility needs to send a list of the type of beds they have to Sharon-Coon@ouhsc.edu
Unit Classification- Use the NDNQI classifications

Literature Review-more recent articles challenge the standard. What are the standards from Wound/Ostomy organizations.

http://Guidelines.gov is a good place to find recommended guidelines. A quick review there showed recommendations of positioning from 2-4 hours depending upon the type of bed. Lonesomedoc.gov is another good site to find recommendations.

Some hospitals also use special turning sheets or sliding devices. Should these be a consideration?

Kathy Jost role- multi-site coordinator to assure each site complies with IRB. Each site will do their own IRB approval if they have an IRB. CCMH does not have an IRB. If study is approved through OUHSC IRB it will be approved by Lawton. Duncan Regional does not have an IRB right now but  is in the process of creating an IRB. 
Reviewed IRB application. We need to develop the research protocol to attach to the application.  

For next meeting, each facility needs to bring a list of all types of mattresses and turning procedures.
