“The bell at Christ Church tolled heavily.” (pg 32)
4. absentminded: preoccupied in thought

“Grandfather patted his pockets absentmindedly.”(pg. 34)
5. condolences :expression of sympathy

“He expressed his condolences on the death of Polly Logan.”(pg. 35)
6. droll : amusing in an odd way

“The clotheshorse collapsed under the weight of the stupid beast…Very droll, I said.” (pg. 37)
7. overwhelmed :to be overcome in mind or feeling

“Your confidence [in me] is overwhelming.”(pg. 44)
8. tedious : long and tiresome

“So tell me, Lucille, what have you been doing for company this tedious August?”(pg. 50)
9. rile: to irritate 
“For once, my [Mattie]short -tempered answer did not rile her [Mother].”(pg. 43)

10.  fervent: having or showing great warmth or intensity of spirit
“One night, I fell asleep in the necessary and woke with a fervent prayer of thanks that I had not fallen in.” (pg. 24)
