Parts of Speech
· A noun is a word that names a person, place, thing or idea.

A proper noun names a specific person, place or thing and begins with a capital letter.

A common noun does not name a specific person, place, thing or idea and does not begin with a capital letter unless it is at the beginning of a sentence.
· A pronoun is a word used in place of one or more than one noun.

Personal pronouns:

I, me, my, mine

we, us, our, ours

you, your, yours

you, your, yours

he, him, his


they, them, their, theirs

she, her, hers

it, its
Possessive pronouns: my, mine, your, yours, his, hers, its, our, ours, their, theirs

Reflexive pronouns: myself, yourself, himself, herself, itself, ourselves, themselves

Demonstrative pronouns: this, that, these, those

Interrogative pronouns: who, which, what, whose
The noun that a pronoun replaces is called the antecedent.

· A verb is a word that expresses action or helps to make a statement.

An action verb expresses a physical or mental action (run, yell, jump, think, wonder, understand).

A linking verb is a word that does not show action but connects the subject with a word in the predicate. Some common linking verbs are:

· An adjective is a word that modifies a noun or a pronoun.

Adjectives answer the questions What kind?





 Which one?






 How many?






 How much? 

· An adverb is a word that modifies a verb, an adjective or another adverb.

Adverbs answer the questions:

How? quietly, slowly, quickly

When? now, later, soon, yesterday

Where? here, there, away

How often? never, seldom, often

To what extent? too, almost, so, really

· A preposition is a word that shows the relationship between a noun or pronoun and other words in the sentence.

A preposition is used with a noun or pronoun and that noun or pronoun is called the object of the preposition. For example: above the tree.

· A conjunction is a word that joins words or groups of words in a sentence. Some examples include those in the mnemonic FANBOY (for, and, nor, but, or, yet…).
· An interjection is a word that expresses strong feeling.

For example: Wow! Wow. Hey! Hey. Ouch! Ouch.
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
