Definition:

An adjective is a word that modifies a noun or a pronoun.
An adjective answers four questions:

1. What kind?              green, huge…
2. Which one?             this, that, these, those…
3. How many?             three, several…       
4. How much?             more, fewer, enough…
Helpful hints:

Articles:  

The adjectives a, an, the are called articles.
Proper Adjectives: 

A proper adjective is an adjective formed from a proper noun. It begins with a capital letter.

China = Chinese
America = American
Adjectives don’t always come before the word that they modify. Sometimes they come after the noun or pronoun.

My dog is gentle.              I am happy.
That ride is scary.             She is afraid.
