WELCOME TO AP LATIN Iv!
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What do we do in AP Latin class?  We continue our reading of the Advanced Placement Vergil curriculum.  We’ll complete our study of the AP curriculum for the Aeneid and prepare for the AP test.

Why?   To learn about the lives, beliefs, and deeds of the Romans and to gain a better understanding of our own language and world

What book do we use?  There is no textbook; if you received one, please return it to Mr.Marion as soon as possible.  We will use packets and other materials in class for our AP authors.

Is AP Latin more difficult?  People have studied and used Latin for nearly 3,000 years.  You are the next generation of Latin students.  Like anything else worth doing, Latin is worth doing well.    Your desire to succeed in the class will make a difference in how well you do succeed.  We learn together and I am here to help. More is expected from all of us at this level, but we can handle it.

What supplies do we need?  You need to bring your packet nearly every day - you’ll receive a bonus point on the weekly daily grade for every day you’ve brought your packet.  Failure to bring your book or to work on assignments may lead to a lowered grade or a zero.
You need to bring a pen/pencil and paper daily.

How will we be graded?     Two kinds of grades in Latin::

1)Daily grades/Readings/ - 60%


Daily assignments, readings of Latin, and any other day-to-day work will go in this category.

2)Tests/Projects/Six weeks assessments – 40%


Tests for each unit throughout the year will go in this category, as wll a measurement of what has been learned during a six weeks and whatever projects are assigned.  Tests over the AP material will be in the AP format (multiple choice comprehension, translation, essays)
What’s the homework?  Every day you need to work on your vocabulary and readings from the Aeneid.

I’m confused and don’t know what we’re doing – what should I do?

Talk to me – I’ll do whatever I can to help you.  I’m available nearly every day before and after school.

How should we behave?    
1. Be prepared and on time.  
2. Be recognized to speak.  
3. Finish all personal business before class.  
4. Follow all directions when given.  
5. Follow all school policies.  
What if we miss class? You need to be here to succeed in the course - please take care of absences as soon as possible to avoid losing credit.

Complete missed daily work and tests as soon possible after you return to class - turn in missed work within a week after your absence.



Tests will be made up outside of class.
Exemption for finals depends upon no more than 3 excused absences and a B average and no outstanding discipline issues.
What if we’re tardy?  If you’re tardy (not in class ready to work when the bell rings) you run the risk of inhouse, lowered conduct grades, loss of final exemption, and other consequences.  Three tardies equals one unexcused absence for exemptions.
What about cell phones, CD players, ipods, and such?  Please remember that you may use cell phones, CD players, ipods, etc. only before school, at lunch, and after school.  These items will be taken up if they are seen or used in class.  There is a $15.00 fee for recovering these devices.  If there is some emergency situation that requires you to have access to a cellphone, I need to know about it as soon as possible.

Do we need our IDs?  Yes, have them with you.   Passes (restroom and otherwise) will not be issued unless you have your ID.

School policies regarding the dress code and the Honor Code for cheating will be followed – please check your student handbook for thorough information.

AP LATIN IV SYLLABUS
We will complete the Aeneid, the epic composed in the reign of Augustus by Publius Vergilius Maro (63-19 BC/E).  The gods call Aeneas, a survivor of the Trojan War, to escape Troy and to found the nation which will eventually establish Rome. Vergil’s work celebrates the glory of Rome and the sacrifices needed to make Rome happen, yet it also acknowledges the cost of these sacrifices.

lines 1-56, 199-297, 469-566, and 735-804.
Read the remainder of book II in English.

Assign the project for reading book III (the wanderings of Aeneas) in English.(This will be due during the third six weeks.)
Begin the required Latin sections for book IV (the passion of Dido):

lines 1-448, 642-705.
Read the remainder of book IV in English.
Turn in the project for the English reading of book III.

Complete the reading of book IV

Study of book V (funeral games) in English

Read the required Latin sections for book VI (journey to the Underworld):

lines 1-211, 450-476, and 847-901.
Read the remainder of book VI in English.

Study of  book VII (arrival in Latium),book VIII (the shield of Aeneas),

book IX (enemy at the gates) in English.
Begin the required Latin sections for book X (the death of princes):
lines 420-509.
Read the remainder of book X in English.

Study of book XI (debaters and a warrior girl) in English.
Begin the required Latin for book XII (the fortunes of war):
lines 791-842, 887-952.
Read the remainder of book XII in English.
Review for the Advanced Placement test

Read selections from other Roman authors

All AP Latin students are strongly urged to read the entire Aeneid in English.
