FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What do we do in Honors Latin V class?  We continue our reading of Roman authors.
Why?   To learn about the lives, beliefs, and deeds of the Romans and to gain a better understanding of our own language and world

What book do we use?  There is no textbook; if you received one, please return it to Mr.Marion as soon as possible.  We will use packets and other materials in class for our authors.
Is Honors Latin V more difficult?  People have studied and used Latin for nearly 3,000 years.  You are the next generation of Latin students.  Like anything else worth doing, Latin is worth doing well.    Your desire to succeed in the class will make a difference in how well you do succeed.  We learn together and I am here to help. More is expected from all of us at this level, but we can handle it.

What supplies do we need?  You need to bring your packet nearly every day. Failure to bring your book or to work on assignments may lead to a lowered grade or a zero.
You need to bring a pen/pencil and paper daily.
How will we be graded?     Two kinds of grades in Latin:

 1)Daily grades/Readings/Notebook of course material-60%

Daily assignments, readings of Latin, and any other day-to-day work will go in   this category. Daily grades are averaged on a weekly basis.

2)Quizzes/Projects/Six Weeks Assessments – 40%

Five vocabulary and grammar/reading quizzes, a project or six weeks test  

   The project/six weeks test counts as much as two quizzes.
What’s the homework?  Every day you need to work for twenty-thirty minutes on your reviewing and 

rereading of our Roman authors.   If that amount of time is not doable, then you need to spend as much time as 

you can.

Is there extra credit? Each six weeks there will be three opportunities for extra credit.  For each successfully        completed opportunity I will add 1 point into your grades for the six weeks.
I’m confused and don’t know what we’re doing – what should I do?

Talk to me – I’ll do whatever I can to help you.  I’m available nearly every day before and after school.

How should we behave?    
· use self control 

· talk at appropriate times 

· obey school rules 

· respect authority 

· work effectively with others 

· use acceptable language

· bring textbooks and materials to class.

What if we miss class? You need to be here to succeed in the course - please take care of absences as soon as possible to avoid losing credit.

Complete missed daily work and tests as soon possible after you return to class -you have a week to complete the missed work without penalty.  After a week has passed, the work will be penalized ten points per late day for two days.  On the third day after the due date the highest possible grade for the late work is 70; to earn a 70 the work must meet all teacher requirements.       

Tests will be made up outside of class.

What if we’re tardy?  If you’re tardy (not in class when the bell rings) you run the risk of detention, lowered  conduct grades, and other consequences.  See the student handbook for further details. 

What about cell phones, CD players, ipods, and such?  These items will be confiscated if they are seen or used in class.  There is a $15.00 fee for recovering these devices.  If there is an emergency and you need phone access, I need to know as soon as possible.  Cell phones will not be used in class without my permission.  Phones will be taken up during quizzes, state tests, and other assessments.
What about the dress code and honor code?   We’ll be following school policies for these areas - please check your student handbook for thorough information.

The lyric poems of Sulpicia, the only surviving female writer of ancient Rome

Julius Caesar’s Commentaries on the Gallic Wars, his account of the efforts of Rome to expand into northern Europe – these are the only commentaries by an ancient general to survive






SPRING SEMESTER

The odes of Horace, who (with some reluctance) supported Augustus’ regime
The elegies of Ovid, who mocked Augustus’ regime, particularly Augustus’ morality legislation

We may also the Aulalaria  of Plautus, an example of Roman comedy. (The stage show and film A Funny Thing Happened on the Way to the Forum is based on Plautus’ comedies.)
