Crossword Puzzle Maker Directions
You can use anything in Ch. 10-12 (second hour: use your chapter over Congress).  Your crossword needs to contain at least 20 words (please do not make the entire puzzle out of vocabulary words).  You need to be careful that you spell words correctly and write good clues, because someone else is going to be filling it out.  Make sure you include a good mix of long and short words, so that the puzzle maker can use all twenty words (you may have to enter more than twenty to get it to make a crossword with twenty words).  You can find numerous crossword puzzle makers by typing that into Google.  I would recommend that you try out a few by typing in five or so test words and clues before picking a program to use.  One of the best I found so far was http://www.armoredpenguin.com/crossword/.   Remember that you will need to print both a blank puzzle and a puzzle that is filled in (key), so look for a program that will print both (some will only print the blank puzzle).  A program that will let you save both of these things is even better!  The armored penguin site will let you both print and save as a PDF file.

Your PRINTED puzzle and key are due at the start of the hour Monday.  You will not have time to print it in class, so you need to plan on showing up earlier in the morning to get it printed if you need to do so on Monday.  Please make sure that you are careful about paper usage when you print.  You should only have to print once.
