The Binder

What is the binder?

The binder is a two and one half or three inch loose-leaf binder.

The binder is an ongoing portfolio of all work completed in the course.

The binder must come to class each day and should be taken home at night to use as a study tool. 

There are no notebooks or folders used in this class-everything is in the binder.

The binder stresses the importance of organization and personal responsibility.

How is the binder organized?

The binder is divided into six sections: warm-up, handouts, homework/worksheets, journal, notes (reading and class notes), and tests/quizzes.

Each of the six sections is to be clearly labeled.

Each section is to be in chronological order with each page clearly labeled with a date.

All materials from the class are to be in the binder and with the student each day in class.

How is the binder graded?

The binder will be checked periodically and graded based on: organization, completeness (all notes, papers, tests, etc. finished and in the binder), labeling of assignments and progress of work.

When can I empty out the binder?

The binder may be emptied out at the end of the school year. Nothing is to be removed from the binder unless directed. At the end of the semester the teacher might list off certain items that may be removed. Students are responsible for all materials in their binder, if a student looses or destroys their binder they must make copies of some of the information (handouts) from a classmate or redo (notes, journals, homework) to receive credit on a binder check. Lost tests may not be copied or redone- these points are forfeit if lost. At the semester tests will need to be turned in and a significant number of points will be lost if there are any missing tests.
