Conduct Rules and Procedures for DHSHP HOSA Students

STUDENT COPY TO HAVE SIGNED & RETURNED TO ADVISOR

Note:  The term “delegate” shall mean any HOSA member attending the conference.

1. Delegates shall respect and abide by all the HOSA conference rules including rules of the Executive Committee presiding officers, committee chairmen, and any advisor or authorized HOSA representative. 

2. Delegates shall wear acceptable (business or uniform) attire to all HOSA activities in accordance with DHSHP school dress code.
3. Delegates must wear their identification badges during all competitive and social events.

4. Delegates shall attend all assigned sessions and activities unless engaged in a specific assignment, which takes place at the same time.

5. Delegates shall keep their adult advisors informed of their activities and whereabouts at all times.

6. Delegates shall immediately report any accidents, injuries or illnesses to their HOSA advisor.

7. Students shall remain in groups of at least two at all times (for own protection).  Students caught walking around the hotel conference site alone will be subject to disciplinary action.

8. Delegates shall be considerate of others. 

9. Delegates shall cooperate with sponsors at all times.


10. Delegates shall stay at the HOSA Conference Hotel unless advisor grants permission to leave the premises.
11. Delegates are only allowed to socialize with official HOSA delegates (students).  They must not fraternize with any other visitors or hotel guests.
12. Delegates are not permitted in public dance halls, bars, or nightclubs (including hotel bar).
13. Delegate must not use nor possess cigarettes, alcoholic beverages, and/or drugs of any form at any time under any circumstances.
14. Delegates will not be allowed in rooms assigned to the opposite sex.  Therefore, HOSA teams that contain males and females must study/practice in lobby or other common areas.  (Please check with advisor for acceptable place to practice.)
15. The HOSA advisors will advise student delegates of curfew once the final HOSA agenda is received.   All delegates are expected to be in their respective rooms by curfew for room check.  Delegates may NOT leave their rooms after curfew!
16. Any damage or vandalism of the hotel, bus, airline, etc. will be the financial responsibility of the student delegate who caused the damage.
17. Delegates violating or ignoring any of the rules #10-16 warrants a call to the parent, early dismissal from the conference, and disciplinary action from the school, which will include a minimum conduct grade of  “P” on report cards. 
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
