(1929-1933)
	Volunteerism, public works investment, lowered taxes, and eventually the RFC.

Believed that the country’s prosperity and greatness to date stemmed from rugged individualism rather than government action and that this philosophy would work again in the Great Depression.
	Misunderstood the economic climate—didn’t realize that due to a variety of factors this depression was different than others and that further intervention would be necessary to offset the effects of the Great Depression.  Hoover will be the last president to fully embrace the policy of rugged individualism—future presidents will support greater government intervention in the economy especially during times of distress.
