Course Title:  Geography (2013-2014)
Course Description: This course explores the interrelationship of the world’s physical and human geography.   Emphasis is placed on studying how this interrelationship between physical and human geography across the globe has shaped different regions’ histories and cultures up to the present day. In order to make clear the link between physical geographic features and human development, five fundamental themes will be used to focus exploration of geography in this course: location, place, human-environmental interaction, movement and region. Critical skills including map reading, learning to evaluate charts and statistics, comprehensive reading, reflective writing, and analytical research skills are stressed.

3.  Locate and describe major countries and land forms

4.  Identify and use various types of maps
5.  Understand how geography affects regional conflict and international relations
