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On the first line of the conclusion page, center the word “Conclusion” (no bold, formatting, italics, underlining, or quotation marks)


Your conclusion (discussion) section is where you talk about what your results mean.  You should begin by providing an interpretation of your results: what is it that you have learned from your research?  Do not repeat what you have already said in your results—instead, focus on adding new information and explaining the significance of your results (ex: what does it say that 75% of males responded to a question a certain way, while only 25% of females did?).  How do your results compare to the findings of others (for example the article analysis you did).  Acknowledge your research’s limitations (ex:  surveys were distributed to students from only one private high school.  Wider distribution could have yielded different results…).  Finally, consider also what new questions your study raises, what questions your study was not able to answer, and what avenues future research could take in this area
