2.  Abstract

7.  *Appendix – other materials used:  ex – surveys, consent forms, etc. (this section is optional)

Format
1.  All pages must be in order outlined above.
2.  All pages must be numbered (except title page)
3.  All information must be typed using
	a.  12 point font
	b.  One-inch margins
	c.  Double-spacing

Content
1.  Information must be presented in some depth in order to receive maximum points for each section of 
     the project.
2.  Projects will be graded using a rubric where points will be assigned for each part.  

Style
1.  Information in all sections of the project should be presented in the form of complete, grammatically 
     correct sentences. 
2.  Do not use contractions, first person “I”, “we”, etc.
3.  Use proper tenses.  Ex:  When interpreting data and looking at patterns you would write in the present 
     tense.  When writing the procedure section, write in the past tense as you are writing about events that 
     have already taken place.  
4.  Break information into paragraphs of 4-5 sentences.
5.  Do not use lists or charts to present information (unless they are used in the appendix).

Turnitin
1.  Projects not submitted to turnitin.com will not be graded.  
2.  Instructions for submitting to turnitin.com can be found on the next page.  Be sure to scroll all the way 
     down and hit submit when uploading your paper.

Due Date
1.  All projects are due Tuesday, May 6th by 3:00 p.m.  No exceptions.  If you are absent the day they are due, you must still submit to turnitin.com
