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Research Project Overview


Overview: As a part of the class, each of student will complete a research project.  In the pages that follow students will find important information including instructions, forms, and practice activities relating to the different components of the project.  
*Students will be informed of due dates for each of the components of the project.  
* Students must get approval for each section of the project from the teacher before moving on
   to the next section.

Partner Option:  This project may be completed individually or with a partner (only one).  If you choose to work with a partner, be aware that both partners will receive the same grade for the project – NO EXCEPTIONS, so please choose wisely.   Both partners must sign a contract acknowledging this in order to work together.

Components:  Each student will be expected to complete the following:
1.  A proposal – Fill out project approval sheet attached:  Turn in and get approval
2.  An abstract – Overview of project (completed at the end of the project)
3.  Annotated Bibliography – Evaluation primary of sources:  Turned in separately; not part of final
     project
4.  Literature Review – Read primary source material relating to your project and review:  Submit rough 
      draft; make corrections and submit as part of final project.
5.  Procedure – Description of methodology and materials.  Submit rough draft; make corrections and 
     submit as part of final project.
6.  Data report – data must be collected outside of the school building.  Submit rough draft; make 
     corrections and submit as part of final project.
7.  Conclusion – Data analysis. No rough draft.  
8.  *Appendix – other materials used (this section is optional)
9.  Works Cited – Must be done in MLA format.  No rough draft.

*Powerpoints going into further detail about each part of this project (listed above) are available to be reviewed on the class webpage.

Format:  Each part of the project must be its own separate section.  For example, your abstract will not take up an entire page.  However, you should not go directly into your literature review.  The literature review would start on the next page.
