Welcome to advanced English 7!  This packet addresses the guidelines for completing the advanced summer reading assignment. All of the books on the list are centered around the thematic concept for the year: Persuasion. Over the course of the year, your teacher will guide you on an exploration of this theme through reading assignments, writing activities, group work, a research project, and other exciting activities. Follow the steps below to prepare for your journey through 7th grade advanced English.

1. CHOOSE YOUR BOOK: With the help of a parent or other adult, read one of the books from the list below. The books address the idea of persuasion from a variety of angles and interests. It's important to work closely with an adult to choose a book that has content and a reading level appropriate to your needs. Remember, the book you read MUST come from this list.

2. COMPLETE AN ACTIVITY: Look at the summer reading project list, and complete an activity using the book you read.  The activity will be due to your English teacher during the first month of school. It will count as a quiz grade on your 1st nine weeks' grade. The requirements for the project are listed on an attached sheet. Your teacher will review these requirements during the 1st week of school, and you will have a chance to finalize your activity prior to submitting it for a grade. 

When you arrive to class in September, your teacher will be ready to talk with you about the book you read.  But don't stop reading at just one book.  Read others from the list or any books that interest you.   Have a great summer, and happy reading!
