This course continues to build on the skills learned in Automotive Technology.  Sophisticated test equipment is used for analyzing automobile systems.  This course is intended for those students who have a career interest in the automotive industry.  Leadership training is provided through SkillsUSA. Membership required. Membership dues are $25 per year.  Students will have the opportunity to run for club, chapter, region and state office; students may compete in competitions at the local, region and state levels.

Vocational Automotive Technology provides a more detailed study of the principles introduced in Automotive Technology.  Emphasis will be placed on practical lab experience to develop higher manipulative skill levels.  Students will diagnose and repair automotive problems using equipment and tools found in industry.
