• Middle and High School
• Enrolled in an Ag Ed Class
• Paid FFA dues

2. Collegiate
• Post-high school
• Pursuing an ag-related career or interest in the 

future of the agricultural industry
• Paid FFA dues

• Levels of FFA Membership

3. Alumni
• Past FFA members and supporters of FFA
• Paid FFA alumni dues
• 40,000 members across the United States

4. Honorary
• FFA supporter who’s gone above and beyond 

the necessary
• Nominated to receive the membership – no dues
