--NO late Assignments accepted
                          ---when turning in assignments, punch the time card, which will 




stamp your assignment with the date and time. Next, place 




the assignment in the wooden assignment box. Then you 




will receive a receipt from Mrs. Hesprich no later than the 




next day saying she received your assignment turned into the 



wooden assignment box. You are expected to be responsible 



and save the receipt.

  allowed to just sit and suck air   ( -15 of daily pts.)
