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Course Description

.This course introduces you to the Spanish Language Culture. 

Purpose of the course:

The main purpose of this course is to enrich and expand the student’s knowledge in a second language, Spanish by using vocabulary, grammar, reading and writing. 


Course Emphasis:

This course will focus on the following areas:  
· Vocabulary

· Grammar

· Writing 

· Reading

Curricular  Objectives:

· Communication:  Vocabulary introduces students to Spanish language
· Cultures:  avails information about products, practices, and perspectives of the target cultures
· Connections:  links to other subject areas, such as social studies, math, language arts, music and fine arts
· Comparisons:  enables students to acquire a deeper understanding of language and culture and to compare new language and culture with their own
· Communities:   Learning to communicate in new language allows students to function in diverse community and demanding world market.
Quizzes and Tests
Quizzes or Tests are given after each section for mastery evaluation and grades. Weekly Bell Work and vocabulary quizzes are given on each Friday. Each time a unit is completed, whether it is a chapter or a subunit of a chapter, a test or quiz will follow. The semester final will be a comprehensive test over the chapters covered during the semester. The same procedure will be for the second semester too. 

Required Activities for this class
Students will be required to demonstrate understanding of material covered by completing worksheets, quizzes, tests and keeping a binder. This binder will be a 1 inch, 3 ring binder. It can be any color. It must have 10 dividers, one for each chapter.
Within each chapter tab, on lined paper information is recorded that corresponds to the activities the teacher writes or does on the white board. Illustrations, charts, or anything to do with how to understand concepts, should be recorded here. 

The bell work page corresponds with the daily bell work copied from the board each day. Make the question from the board and the answer to it, in different colors of pencil or ink, preferably pencil so you can erase.
