COURSE DESCRIPTION


Accelerated Algebra I is a course that studies concepts introduced at the Middle school, but also goes into the study of real numbers, systems of equations, polynomials, functions, and quadratics.

PURPOSE OF COURSE


Accelerated Algebra I is a college preparatory class which will enable students to not only fulfill a graduation and college entrance need, but will allow the students to study algebra in more depth which prepares them for their future.

OUTLINE FOR ACCELERATED ALGEBRA I  


The following topics will be covered during the year as time allows:

A. Real numbers and algebraic expressions

B. Equations, inequalities and problem solving

C. Graphs and their functions

D. Systems of equations

E. Exponents and polynomials

F. Rational expressions

G. Quadratic equations and functions

COURSE EMPHASIS


In Accelerated Algebra I, there will be much emphasis on student participation, both orally and at the board, showing how a problem is done.  A variety of methods will be used to teach this course.  Students will be required to do exercises and practices for each objective that is covered.  Students will also be required to pass a test on each objective.

AIMS


Every student enrolled at Kofa is now required to pass the AIMS in order to graduate.  We will spend considerable time addressing AIMS curriculum as it relates to Accelerated Algebra I.

COURSE TEXT


The students will be using the Accelerated Math Program, which is a computer generated course.  Intermediate Algebra will be used to supplement this program.  Students are required to bring a notebook, paper and a pencil to class daily. 

PROMOTION


It is the policy of the Math Department at Kofa High school that a grade of “C” or better is required in both semesters in order to move on to the next math course.

· All grades reported on six week grade report cards and progress reports are snapshots of where the student is in the semester.  
Rules:

Always be RESPECTFUL of others.

Be Prepared – Notebooks and Pencils.
All homework, tests and quizzes are to be done in PENCIL.
Don’t interfere with the learning of other students.
Be aware of noise level when in the classroom.

Always be on top of class work and grades.

Attendance:
  Every unexcused absence after five has to be made up in Saturday school.  Please refer to student handbook for details.

Passes:  No one is to leave class without a pass written in their handbook.  If you want a pass to leave class, make sure you bring YOUR student handbook with you.  No handbook, no pass, no exceptions.  No passes allowed for the first 30 minuets of class as per Kofa campus.

Notebook:
Notebooks will be collected once or twice every six weeks.  They should be labeled and organized.

Homework:
Homework/classwork is to be turned in at the end of each class period or start of next class.  The date at the top of the TOPS report will be the date on which you are given credit.  Homework must be done in PENCIL (NO EXCEPTIONS). 
Tests:  Tests must be done in PENCIL (NO EXCEPTIONS).  If you take a test outside of class, either accidentally or on purpose, it will be deleted.  You will not receive credit for that test.

Make-up work:  There is no make-up work.  Each scan after the first one is considered extra credit and will go towards make-up work.

Extra-Credit:  Extra credit is given at the discretion of the teacher.  I never give extra credit to a student so that they can get a better grade.  Take advantage of every opportunity for extra credit.

Cheating:
Tests:

All tests are closed book, closed notes, closed friends.

Any infraction of this will result in a zero for that objective.  No exceptions.


Practices:
All of us need help with math.  However, getting too much  

help constitutes cheating and helps no one in the long run.  A good general rule of thumb is don’t let anyone take your pencil from you.

Exercise, Practice, and Test TOPS reports: (Assignments 20%)


Every TOPS report should:

· Be done in PENCIL.  Pens, even erasable ones, gum up the scanner and cause damage.
· Have corrections made at the bottom of the TOPS report

· The work stapled to the back of the TOPS report.

· A minimum of one exercise, practice, or test assignment must be scanned per day to receive full points.  Extra assignments cannot be used for the next day’s points unless you are absent.
· Students can earn 2 extra credit points total by scanning more than one practice assignment per day.
 You will receive no credit or have the assignment deleted if you fail to do any part of this process.
Notes (Notebook 10%)

· Students are required to keep a notebook that contains:

· Notes over each objective

· Various handouts as defined by Mr. Franey
Objectives mastered: (Tests 70%)


This grade is measured by two scores:

· The number of objectives mastered divided by the number of objectives taught multiplied by the cumulative test average

If either one of these scores is low it could result in a poor grade for the course.  It is important that each student stay caught up with each objective, but it is also important that they do well on every test.  Letting someone do your homework and then trying to take a test over that material is a fast way of getting a low grade.

Important reminders:
· Every printed worksheet in Accelerated Math should be done in PENCIL.  Do not write on the worksheets.

· Your name should be written on every scan card.

· NEVER, NEVER take your folder (the one that contains your scan cards) outside of class.

· Practices should be done as homework.  They are due the first five minutes of class.

· Exercises are to be done in class and scanned on the same day they are handed out or turned in the next day before the first five minutes of class.
