SYLLABUS FOR GEOMETRY

COURSE DESCRIPTION


Geometry is a course that offers the student a chance to improve their logical and sequential thought processes.  Students will continue to work with some concepts from algebra, but stress will be put on deductive proofs, roles of definitions, linear relationships, congruence, similarity, and circles and their parts among other topics.

PURPOSE OF COURSE


Geometry is a college preparatory class which will enable students to not only fulfill a graduation and college entrance need, but will allow the students to study geometry as it is used in the daily routine of many occupations.

J. Polygons in 3 Dimension

COURSE EMPHASIS


In Geometry, there will be much emphasis on student participation. Students will be required to show and explain how a problem or proof is done.  A variety of methods will be used to teach this course.  Students will be required to do exercises for each objective that is covered and will do tests for each chapter.

COURSE TEXT


The students will be using Geometry published by Glencoe in 2004, as the textbook used in this course.    Students are required to bring a notebook, paper, and a pencil to class daily, along with their work.

GRADING POLICY


Grades will be determined by scores earned on homework, tests, quizzes, and a notebook that will be required and graded each six weeks.  Homework will be given and graded for each section covered. Tests will be given for each chapter.  Quizzes may be given at any time.  Occasionally there will be extra credit offered which can enhance the grade.  Students will need to earn at least a 70% each semester in order to advance to the next math class.


Tests will be worth 70% of the grade, quizzes, and homework worth the other 30%.  The following scales are used to determine the letter grade for the six weeks grading period and the semester grade:
