Attendance:

Notebook:

Homework:
Homework/classwork is to be turned in at the end of each class period.  The date at the top of the TOPS report will be the date on which you are given credit.  TOPS reports must be turned in within 24 hours of scanning except on Fridays when it will be due on Monday.  Homework must be done in PENCIL (NO EXCEPTIONS). 
Tests:  
Tests must be done in PENCIL (NO EXCEPTIONS).  If you take a test outside of class, either accidentally or on purpose, it will be deleted.  You will not receive credit for that test.

Make-up work:  There is no make-up work.  Each scan after the first one is considered extra credit and will go towards make-up work.

Extra-Credit:  Extra credit is given at the discretion of the teacher.  I never give extra credit to a student so that they can get a better grade.  Take advantage of every opportunity for extra credit.
