COURSE DESCRIPTION


Accelerated Geometry is a course that studies geometric concepts introduced at the Middle school, but also goes into the study of logical and critical thinking as well as proof writing.
PURPOSE OF COURSE


Accelerated Geometry is a college preparatory class which will enable students to not only fulfill a graduation and college entrance need, but will allow the students to study Geometry in more depth which prepares them for their future.

OUTLINE FOR ACCELERATED GEOMETREY  


The following topics will be covered during the year as time allows:

A. Review of Basic Geometry
B. Introduction to the coordinate plane

C. Transformational Geometry

D. Reasoning and Proofs
E. Parallel lines and line relationships

F. Triangles, Polygons, and circles
G. Area, Surface area and Volume

COURSE EMPHASIS


In Accelerated Geometry, there will be much emphasis on student participation, both orally and at the board, showing how a problem is done.  A variety of methods will be used to teach this course.  Students will be required to do exercises and practices for each objective that is covered.  Students will also be required to pass a test on each objective.

AIMS


Every student enrolled at Kofa is now required to pass the AIMS in order to graduate.  We will spend considerable time addressing AIMS curriculum as it relates to Accelerated Geometry.  It is the goal of this teacher for every student enrolled in an accelerated class to exceed the math portion of the AIMS test.
COURSE TEXT


The students will be using the Accelerated Math Program, which is a computer generated course.  Geometry for enjoyment and challenge will be used to supplement this program.  Students are required to bring a notebook, paper and a pencil to class daily. 

PROMOTION


It is the policy of the Math Department at Kofa High school that a grade of “C” or better is required in both semesters in order to move on to the next math course.  A grade of “D” will move the student onto the next course but at the regular level.  A grade of “F” will force the student to repeat the same course at the regular level.
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
