COURSE DESCRIPTION


Integrated I is a course that studies concepts about integers, simplifying expressions both numerical and algebraic, solving equations, statistics and probability, geometry, and area and volume of circles and polygons.

PURPOSE OF COURSE


Integrated I is an AIMS preparatory class which will enable students to not only fulfill a graduation requirement but help them to prepare to take the AIMS test in their sophomore year.  The AIMS test is now a requirement for graduation.

COURSE EMPHASIS


In Integrated I, there will be much emphasis on student participation, both orally and at the board, showing how a problem is done.  A variety of methods will be used to teach this course.  Students will be required to do exercises for each objective that is covered and will do tests on each objective.

COURSE TEXT


The students will be using the Accelerated Math Program, which is a computer generated course.  Beginning Algebra by Prentice Hall will be used to supplement this program. Students will be required to take Cornell Notes for each objective and keep them organized in a three-ring binder. 
GRADING POLICY


Grades are determined by the scores earned on daily exercises, homework, and tests.  Tests will be given for each objective.  


The exercises, notes and homework determine 30% of the six weeks grade and tests determines the other 70%.  The following scales are used to determine the letter grade for the six weeks grading period and the semester grade:
