Course Description
Environmental Science addresses the interactive functions of natural ecosystems, and the affect of humans within and upon those systems.  This course integrates many different fields such as geology, biology, chemistry, physics, geography, economics, sociologywill be followed for all grading periods and semester grades.  The final  natural resources management, law, and politics when considering issues and their solutions.  Both local and global topics are addressed.  
Required Materials

Assessment and Grading

Absences and Late Assignments
All school policies as outlined in the Student Handbook will be adhered to in class.
