Course Description
Earth Science is a two semester lab science class.  During this course, the student will explore Earth’s weather and climate, atmosphere, fresh and marine environments, geologic activity and history, and the universe.   

Required Materials

Textbook: Earth Science: Geology, the Environment, and the Universe by Glencoe.  Check out the book or CD at the bookstore and keep at home.  There will be a set of textbooks in the classroom.   
Class Notebook:  Three-ring (clasp) single subject folder/notebook
Other Supplies:  Pencil, eraser, paper, colored pencils, scissors, ruler, hi-liters (two different colors), and pen (black or blue ink only). 
Bring notebook and supplies to class every day. 

Assessment and Grading

Approximately 70% of the student’s grade for each six weeks grading period will be from tests, laboratories, projects, quizzes, and notebooks, 30% will be from classroom participation, group interaction, and homework.  The “Grading Scale” in the Student Handbook will be followed for all six week grading periods and semester grades.  The final semester grade will be calculated on the following percentages:  
1st six weeks  30%

2nd six weeks  30%

3rd six weeks  25%

Final Exam  15%  
Absences and Late Assignments

All school policies as outlined in the Student Handbook will be adhered to in class.  

Make-up class assignments:  It is the responsibility of the student to obtain the 


assignment for make-up work on the student’s first day of return to class.  


Additionally, all homework assignments due the day of the absence are due upon 


the return to class.  Make-up class work must be completed within as many days 


as the student was absent.  


Make-up exams:  Exams announced prior to an absence must be taken the day of 


the student’s return to class.  

Labs:  For excused absences, other arrangements/alternative assignments will need to be made with the teacher.  Lab make-up will be 7:00 to 7:25 AM.
