COURSE SYLLABUS/EXPECTATIONS
Objective:  This History syllabus offers students the opportunity to study some of the major international issues of the 20th century, as well as look in greater depth at the history of a particular region or regions. The emphasis within the syllabus is as much on developing lifelong historical skills as on acquiring knowledge.
Ultimately, students should be able to apply the lessons of these key 20th century issues to their lives as U.S. citizens and members of a world community.

Successful students will gain valuable skills including:

· An interest in and enthusiasm for learning & understanding about the past

· An understanding of historical concepts such as cause & consequence , continuity & change, and similarity & difference
· An appreciation of historical evidence and how to use it

· A greater understanding of international issues & inter-relationships

· How to present clear, logical arguments

Course Outline/Themes:

Semester One:
· Analyze the causes of WWI

· Were the peace treaties ending WWI, 1919 – 1923, fair?

· To what extent was the League of Nations a success?
· Why had international peace collapsed by 1939?

· DEPTH STUDY: GERMANY, 1918 - 1945

    Semester Two: 

· Coursework: ISRAELIS and PALESTINIANS, 1945-c. 1994

· Who was to blame for the Cold War?

· How effectively did the U.S. contain the spread of Communism?

· How secure was the USSR’s control over Eastern Europe, 1948-c. – 1989?

· How effective has the United Nations Organization been?
