Constitution of the Kofa High School Chapter of the Junior State
Preamble


We, the citizens of the Kofa High School Chapter of the Junior State in order to achieve high standards of citizenships, improve our understanding of democratic process, develop responsibility in the individual, and promote involvement in community affairs, do establish this organization.

Article I: Name


The name of this organization shall be “The Kofa High School Chapter of the Junior State”.

Article II: Membership


Membership will be granted to all students who have

I. Paid their annual membership tax of three dollars

II. are attending Kofa High School.

III. members must attend all official meetings, and in case of absence the member must have notification of prior absence or justified notice.  

IV. if three unjustified consecutive absences, member will lose membership from JSA.

Article III:  Officers

Section A


Any student may run for office provided that the person is chapter member in good standing. The candidate must have regular attendance, reliable involvement, G.P.A. no lower than 3.25, and is present him/herself for elections.

Section B


The officers shall be elected by secret ballot at the second to last meeting of the elected term. The candidate receiving a majority of votes cast shall be declared winner. If no candidate received the majority, the candidate receiving the fewest votes shall be dropped from the ballot and new election shall commence.  The process shall continue until a candidate receives a majority of votes cast.
Clause I.


During the first term of The Kofa High School Chapter of the Junior State the officers shall be elected through a volunteer basis.

Section C


The term of officers commences from the day of the election until the next election is complete.

Clause I.


In case of vacant position, President may appoint a replacement with the approval of a majority of the chapter.  If the President resigns or is impeached, the Vice President becomes President until next elections are casted.
Clause II.


If the need arises for action during summer break it shall be the responsibility of the newly elected president to contact the right people and act accordingly.
Section D


All officer positions must be filled in order to be able to meet standards (in preamble).

I. –The President is the chief executive officer of the chapter and is responsible for representing the chapter at all events.  The President will preside over all meetings and be a member of all committees.  The President is responsible for running the chapter’s educational program.  The President may appoint other officers as the need arises.

II. –The Vice President will attend and be present at all meetings, and assists the President.  He/She takes responsibility if President becomes vacant in position. 

III. –The Secretary is responsible for keeping minutes of all the meetings, keeping and maintaining all of chapter records. 

IV. –The Treasurer will be in charge of all financial matters of the chapter.  The Treasurer will collect all the monies and keep records of members attending state and regional Junior State events.  The Treasurer will have available a financial report ready at all chapter meetings.

Section E


Any officers may be removed from position with prior notification of the proposed motion by JSA two-thirds vote of the quorum.

Section F


The chapter will have a Teacher/ Advisor in accordance with the rule and regulations of Kofa High School.  The Teacher/ Advisor will provide educational guidance, supervision, and server as a liaison to the Kofa High School administration and faculty.

Article IV:  Activities

Section A 


The chapter shall meet a minimum of once a week during the school year.  Meetings may be called by President or Teacher/ Advisor.

Section B


All meetings shall be run according to Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly revised.

Article V: Amendments

The Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the chapter members.

Amendments
Amendment I.  adopted 3-3-10
Upon ratification of this amendment, the position of “Sgt. at Arms” will be added to the Executive Council. The duties of the “Sgt. at Arms” will be as followed and including all duties assigned to Executive Council members.

 

1)      Maintain order in all meetings.

2)      If attendees are disrespectful or acting inappropriately, the Sgt. at Arms has the power to remove those students from the meeting.

3)       This position also serves as a “Parliamentarian” and ensures that “Roberts Rules of Order” are enforced.

 

 

This position may only be held by seniors with a minimum 2.5 GPA.

If no seniors qualify, this position may be held by a junior with a minimum 2.5 GPA.

 

If the Sgt. at Arms is, for any reason, not in attendance at a meeting, then the Vice president may appoint an acting Sgt. at Arms for the duration of the meeting. If the Vice President is not in attendance at the meeting, then the treasurer will appoint the acting Sgt. at Arms. If the Treasurer is not in attendance at the meeting, then the secretary will appoint an acting Sgt. at Arms. If none of the previous three are in attendance at a meeting, then the president will appoint an acting Sgt. at Arms.
